11. An identification document for the person appointed as agent for litigious and non-litigious matters within the territory of the Republic of China.
12. The commitment documents showing that the applicant has already obtained commitments to establish computer network connections as required by Article 8 of the Standards Governing the Establishment of Securities Firms.
13. A document substantiating the applicant's total paid-in capital at the time of application, either certified by a CPA or issued by a competent authority or self-regulatory organization in the applicant's home jurisdiction.

14. Documentary evidence that the applicant's financial structure at the time of application met the requirements of the financial regulations of the competent authority(s) and self-regulatory organization(s) in the applicant's home jurisdiction. The document must have either been certified by a CPA or issued by a competent authority or self-regulatory organization in the applicant's home jurisdiction.
15. Documentary evidence that the applicant is a member of an overseas securities exchange or is qualified to trade on such an exchange.
